Your day will include kayaking on the estuary, snorkelling in the mouth and a traditional Thonga fish kraal
tour, rounded off with a traditional fish braai with palm wine tasting.

You can be assured that this will be the highlight of your stay in Kosi Bay!

Let our famous Thonga guide take you on an adventure along mangrove forests, Kingfishers, fish kraals,
etc. You will be blown away by the serenity and natural beauty of the Kosi Estuary!

Birding Walk

The great eco-diversity of Kosi Bay makes for an amazing area for birders with the estuary, coastal
forests, grasslands and wetlands. Special sightings include African Pygmy Goose, Narina Trogan, Palm
Nut Vulture and many more!

Tembe Elephant Park Safari

Tembe is the third largest game reserve in KwaZulu-Natal. The size of the park is 30012ha and it is home
to about 250 elephants and many other wildlife species including the ‘Big 5.

The Tembe experience will take you to a distant world of Africa as it once was - unspoilt and natural. It is
also a bird watchers paradise with more than 340 species recorded, including the rare Rudd's Apalis, the
Rufous Bellied night Heron, the Natal nightjar and the Woodward’s Batis.

BOAT TRANSFER: TURTLE TOUR

(November — March)

A night tour to look for nesting Leatherback and Loggerhead turtles. In November and December,
you are likely to see turtles nesting and laying eggs. From January to March, you have a good chance
of seeing hatchling turtles making their way to the sea. Our tour departs at 17h00. We meet a turtle

guide at Bhanga Nek for a briefing before setting off for a walk along the beach.
Please note this walk can be tiring for the elderly or very young,
often only returning to the lodge after 22h30.
Transfer to Bhanga Nek by boat (20 min) weather permitting OR 4 x 4 transfer vehicle.
Bhanga Nek beach is about 1 hour, 20 min away from Casitas by vehicle.
